· Second Creek Raceway – Doug wanted everyone to know that you can practice on weekends, but there are cars out there too.  It’s a good idea if we have a lot of motorcycles out there to initiate a rotating twenty minute practice season with the car group.  Remember to keep it friendly!  Thursday night practices begin the 3rd week in April from 4:30 PM to dark.
· Endurance Races – will be held on Saturday’s again this season.  We may have team races later this year.  We will let you know ahead of time, so keep checking the web site.  The money raised this year will be used for MRA expenses to improve the club.  Such expenses may be air fence maintenance or toward the purchases of transponders.  Last year the Endurance Races earned $11k from 3 races and donations.  DB Com has 120 used transponders for sale right now.  In Seattle when they implemented transponders into there club the first year it was optional to own one.  The second year you had to purchase a transponder in order to race with the club.  Used transponders cost about $125 each, new transponders cost approximately $300.
