· President—Glenn Conser

· Reminder that in the future, pre tech will be closing at the end of the rider’s meeting.  You need to sign in *before* the meeting!

· Also, reminder that if you pit on the East lane of the SCR pit area, your vehicle or trailer must be oriented east-west, not north-south (mainly in an effort to conserve pit space).  To help this, we also will not be allowing trucks, etc, in the pit space (i.e. if it doesn’t have a canopy attached to it, don’t park it in the pit area).

· CAMP—are currently working on fundraising.  Some of the sense of urgency has gone away, since its looking very favorable that we will get another year at SCR.  Will probably start calling individual members for donation pledges.  Our goal is 100% participation from all our members, even if it’s only $5 each.  Are still bound by our contract date to buy the land by December, 2004, so will need $1mil by that date.  Current fund level is about $280k.  A lot of this money will probably come from individual motor club members.

· VP of Rules & Tech—Bart McKiernan

· Had some problems at the last race weekend with illegible rider numbers.  Has begun enforcing this more strictly, and will continue to do so.

· Will be running 10 and 20 laps again at La Junta (vs. the usual 8 and 16).

· Is asking riders not to park in the traditional tech and pre tech parking spots so that they can be pitted in their usual spaces, close together.  Tony suggests that we create a diagram for each track showing the preferred spaces for board members.
