Officer’s reports:

· President—Glenn Conser

· The new track is dead in the water.  Adams County has asked us to withdraw our application; they are getting organized opposition that will kill our zoning approval.  The CMC has a few alternate locations they can look at.  Also, the fundraising has not been going as well as hoped; the CMC had proposed that each club pitch in $20k in order to meet the contract deadline and the clubs had agreed.  Obviously that’s not an issue any more, but does give a general picture of the MRA’s financial position.

· The proposed Akron airport track is at the same point:  “proposed”.

· The extension on Second Creek is, again, not looking good.  The landowner supports it, but the city is against it, which will keep us from renewing our land use permit.

· Are now revisiting the idea of racing at Continental Divide Raceway.  The new manager there is making an effort to improve the facilities, but the surface hasn’t been repaved.  Glenn will be going to a track day there in a week to see what the current conditions are.  The CMC plans (in the event that SCR is not extended) to bargain as a group to offer CDR a specified number of guaranteed track days in exchange for certain improvements.

· Some discussion as to whether or not we will be racing at PPIR again.  The rumor is that the AMA will be there for the next two years.  If this is the case, then we will be there, too.  Glenn has also discussed the track’s prices with the management; they are considering lowering their prices to a more accessible range so that we can race there on weekends other than those paid for by the AMA.

· The MRA board members are testing a new Internet discussion board forum.  We will be posting an invitation to join as soon as it is fully up and running.
