· President—Glenn Conser

· New track—had a meeting last week.  Confirmed that the original piece of property is dead in the water.  Based on the terms of the contract, the CMC lost half of their earnest money ($25k).  We are trying a new tactic this time, checking with the county’s population first to see if they are interested and where a track would be welcome before signing a contract.  Looking in the eastern I-70 corridor as close to Denver as possible, and also along the I-76 corridor north of Denver.  Some discussion of the pros and cons of the piece of land for sale where the old dog track is located.
· SCR—the application for the land use permit has not yet been filed.  The owner is apparently waiting for the right time to file; has been feeling out the officials to see what the response will be.  Reactions have not been encouraging.

· CDR—still considering going back there on a regular basis.  Are waiting until we are 100% certain that SCR is not going to be extended for next year.  Will then go to CDR collectively to bargain (30-40 dates/year in exchange for improvements).  Some discussion of the out of state track options and the problems involved with those.
· Potential track in Akron—a representative was at a recent meeting to sound out interest from the clubs.  Its still a possibility
· La Junta—is considering adding some curbs, making improvements, and repaving the track.

· Next race (Race #9) is corner worker appreciation and Don Bruner memorial lap.
