Officer’s reports:

· President—Glenn Conser

· Collection of any remaining Ballots.  Three volunteers came forward to help Boots count votes.

· Found a new truck for the MRA for the 2005 season.  New truck will replace both the old truck and the trailer.  New truck is 24’ long with a diesel motor.  Will be picking it up this weekend.

· New track—still looking at new pieces of land.  Current focus is on trying to get SCR renewed.  The city council makes the decision, but the planning commission has recommended “no.”  The decision will be made either 12/6 or 12/15.  It seems like we have a good chance for renewal.

· Schedule—is dependant upon whether or not SCR will be there next year.  Glenn is trying to spread things out a little bit.  If no SCR, will be 4 Pueblos, 2 PPIRs, 2 CDRs, and 2 La Juntas.  If SCR continues for next season, will try to have 3 Pueblos, 2 SCR, 2 PPIR, 2 La Junta, and 1 CDR.  Right now, we do not conflict with MotoGP, the Pike’s Peak hill climb, or Copperfest.  Copperfest should be on its usual date (8/20 & 8/21), unless they change like last year.  Pueblo will be a double header over Labor Day in September, but no other races are planned for holiday weekends.  The double header will consist of a normal Saturday, and then we will run the Sunday schedule twice—once on Sunday and once on Monday.  The second PPIR date will be 10/1 and 10/2 for certain.  

· CDR—they have put out for bids to repave the problem areas of the track.  The grandstands will be torn down and paved in for more parking.  The upper and lower paved areas will be used for pit area.  Still looking for answers on spectator parking.

· Rule change suggestions are going out by USPS.  The board will meet on Wednesday, 11/17 to ratify them.

· Planning, based on the rules meeting, to create an ROR GTU class.  Also planning to eliminate the top five amateur riders every year from any future amateur races.  Formula 3 is being eliminated.  Colorado Class will be moved to Saturday between the endurance races.  A lot of supersport loopholes were closed up.  A few hard copies were passed around for people to look at.  Remember, these still have to be ratified by the board before they are official.  You have a chance to protest in the meantime.
